Manager Responsibilities, General Rules, and Guidelines



Applicable to all Teams
 
*** PENALTIES for failure to uphold team responsibilities shall be at the discretion of the KALL Board of Directors ***
 
 
A.   Scorekeeper
 
During the Fall season, the HOME team for each game shall be the scorekeeper for their game.  Each team ages 8 & up must provide a trained scorekeeper to keep the scorebook.  The scorekeeper must keep the book up in the score box along with the pitch count scorekeeper.
 
B.   Pitch Count Scorekeeper and Scoreboard Operator
 
During the Fall season, the VISITOR team for each game shall be the pitch count scorekeeper for their game and operate the scoreboard.  Each team in Minors Divisions through Senior Divisions must provide a trained scorekeeper to operate the scoreboard.  The pitch count scorekeeper will keep track of each pitcher’s pitch count on the scoreboard.  They will also be responsible for filling out the pitch count form during the game.  The pitch count scorekeeper must keep the pitch count in the score box along with the scorekeeper.  The pitch count scorekeeper only applies to Minors Divisions through Senior Divisions.
 
C.   Umpires by Division
 T-Ball – This division will umpire their own games
 Rookie 6 - This division will umpire their own games.  
  Rookie 7 - This division will umpire their own games.  
  Minor 8 – The league will provide 1 umpire for regular season 
  Minors 9/10 - The league will provide 2 umpires for regular season 
  Intermediate 11/12- The league will provide 2 umpires for regular season 
  Jrs/Srs-The league will provide 2 umpires for regular season 
 
D.   Prior to first game of day
 
The league will provide a worker to prepare the field prior to the first game of the day.  This will allow the managers to focus on preparing their team to play.  However, if the league provided worker is unable to set up the field that day, BOTH teams are then responsible for ensuring that the fields are ready for play.  This includes ensuring that the bases are put out, the batter’s box and foul lines are chalked, the pitching machine is set-up (Rookie 7 and Minor 8 divisions only), and the infield and home plate dirt areas are raked and watered.
 
The HOME team is responsible for setting up the score box chairs, scoreboard controller, and obtaining both the scorebook and pitch count form (both are located in the concession stand).
 
E.   Prior to each game
 
EACH team shall provide to the umpire one game ball.

F.   Following each game
 
EACH team is responsible for cleaning up all trash in and around their respective dugouts and bleacher areas.  EACH Team is responsible for taking trashcans within the dugouts and emptying them into the larger steel drum trashcans located near the bleachers.  This must be done following each and every game.  Failure to do so will result in punishment as prescribed by the League Board of Directors.
 
G.   Following last game of day
 
BOTH teams are responsible for putting the bases away, watering the infield and home plate dirt areas, storing the pitching machine (Rookie 7 and Minor 8 divisions only), and locking the score box padlock.
 
BOTH teams are also responsible for putting away the score box chairs, scoreboard controller, and returning both the scorebook and pitch count form to the concession stand.
 
H.    Practice Limits
 
Combination team practice and game time (total contact time) is limited to three (3) sessions per week, with a maximum time limit per session of 2 hours.
 
I.   Uniforms
 
Official Little League uniform rules apply (Section 1.11 in “Official Regulations and Playing Rules of Little League Baseball – 2010”).  All players on a team shall wear a numbered uniform identical in color, trim, and style.  To be eligible for game play, a player must be in complete uniform.  A complete uniform is considered to be hat, jersey, pants, belt (for belted pant divisions), shoes and socks.
 
J.   Batting Cage Rules & Guidelines
 
Batting cages will be assigned a number corresponding to a KALL playing field.  All cages are open for use by any KALL team or individual subject to the following restrictions:

1. Teams in the 9-16 year old age divisions reserve the right of access to the 40 ft and 60 ft cages, since these are competitive divisions.  If a younger team is practicing in the 40 ft or 60 ft cages, and a team in a division within the 9-16 age bracket requests access to a cage, the younger team is obligated to release the cage.  When this occurs, the younger team is expected to clear the 40 ft or 60 ft cage within 5 minutes.

2. The HOME team has the right of access to the cage corresponding to their playing field for 30 minutes, beginning one hour prior to game time.

3. The VISITOR team has the right of access to the cage corresponding to their playing field for 30 minutes, beginning 30 minutes prior to game time.

4. Teams practicing on the fields during their league assigned practice dates and times will have the right of access to the cage corresponding to their practice field during the time allotted of their on-field practice.
5. Individuals are to surrender batting cages to teams requesting a cage for practice, subject to these guidelines.
            
K.   KALL Playing Field Practices
 
1. KALL teams in all divisions will be permitted to practice on their respective playing fields only on dates and times as assigned by their Divisional Player Agent.  No other on-field practice will be permitted.

2. Teams practicing on KALL playing fields are expected to follow requests for access to the fields by the KALL Field Maintenance Crew.  The Field Maintenance Crew will make all efforts to work around practicing teams, but must be allowed access to fields to perform required maintenance duties.
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
